e Aroma: Small hints of tropical fruit and citrus

e Taste: Tart with sweet notes

e Texture: Firm flesh and high fibers throughout

e Color: A dark red blush often covers much of the fruit with green
and orange-yellow accents

e Shape: Medium to large with oval or oblong shape

visual cues

e Aroma: Tropical fruit and peachy notes
